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Showmanship with Coaching experts Wade and Jeff

Mastering your showmanship pattern with Coaching Experts Jeff and Wade

Showmanship Pattern:
Jog from A to B. At B, jog a circle to the right. Walk from B to a point aligned with the judge (C). Pivot 11/4 turn
to the right. Walk to the judge, stop, and back eight steps. Walk forward eight steps, set up for inspection.
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Challenge: Show off your showmanship skills by avoiding the pitfalls in this difficult pattern.

Be ready and attentive at A, standing on your horse
minddbs eye, and trot straight to B before beginning

Make the circle round by mentally dividing it into four quadrants and jogging to each invisible quadrant marker.
Look to the judge in the first part, but -quartere f ocus
point, look for Marker B, and finish on your original path.

Break to a walk when your horseds nose reaches B. T
your body language.

Wal k straight ahead wuntil your horseds right hip is
pivot turn. With no marker, this is tricky. Lots of practice at home will help you gaugedeffalignment.

Look at the judge during the first and | ast quarter
contact during the rest; pay attention to your horse so you can keep him turning properly. Also focus on him as you
complete the turn to get a good closure.

The next maneuver is to back and walk forward again, and horses step shorter backing than going forward. If you
go all the way to the judge in your first approach

Set up promptly, then focus on the judge as he insp

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Quote from Wade Malone

Mounting a horse is actually very easy if it is done properly. A rider can only mount a
horse from one side because a horse only likes to be mounted from one side. The left
side is right and the right side is wrong. You're right to be left and wrong to be right. If
you mount from the front, you mount from the right, which is then the left because your
right is its left, and the left the right, keeping in mind that the left is right and the

right is wrong. Put your left to your right and step so your right is to the wrong and now
your right is opposite its left and left the right. To right right is to the left and to right

is wrong is to the right, but backwards, the right is right and the left is wrong only when
your right is on its wrong, and the left is on its right. Switching right to left and left to
right is wrong. Right is wrong and left is right only from the front or else the left is

right and the right is wrong.

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A horse can live up to 40 years of age, or more, though it’s average lifespan is2B0years.
But many horses in captivity only live to age 8!

The oldest recorded horse was Old Billy, who lived to age 62. He was a barge horse on the
English Canals.

There are about 75 million horses in the world.

The horse belongs to the "Equus" family which comes from the ancient Greek word
meaning "quickness".

One of the first horses was called a Eophippus. It lived about 60 million years ago and
was as tall as a fox. It had toes!

6 million years ago this "horse” had developed into the single toed Pliohippus that is the
basis of todays Equus Domesticus.

Hippophobia and Equinophobia means a fear of horses.
There are over 350 different breeds of horses and ponies.
All horses, including zebras, belong to the genus Equus.
The horse was the last primary animal to be domesticated.

A horse has two “blind spots”. One directly in front of them and the other directly behind
them.

Most of the time, a horse has "monocular” vision. This means a different image is seen by
each eye so that a horse is seeing two different pictures at the same time. A horse can also
have "binocular" vision. Binocular vision is when both eyes work together to see one pic-
ture (humans have binocular vision). A horse only has binocular vision when it is looking
down its nose.
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
