Horse:

Artistic Wood Carving

You can become a wood carver. Use your teeth to chisle Have you ever noticed that the western show clotatray
the wood of your stall into a beautiful piece of art! At first, horse show seems like a mounted fashion show? There
you can start with simple shapes -- such as the half-moon 5o much variety in the styles and colors that exhibito

bite shape-- and as you become more advanced you can
try different forms (big curve shape or multiple bite
shapes). Your human will really appreciate this.

Some humans will actually remove your artwork from the
stall, and put up fresh, new, unchewed boards--
encouraging you to develop your artistic abilities with a
fresh, new canvas!

Who Can Be The Loudest

If you're stalled with other horses, try a little friendly
competition with this game. When it's feeding time, see
who can neigh, bang, scream, and kick the loudest in
their stalls. Humans will instinctively throw food to the
noisiest, most demanding horse, so try to be it. The
winner is the horse that the human feeds first.

Grain Spilling Game

Try to dump out all of your grain from your grain
bucket/container, by turning it over with your nose. It is a
fun game. You can even continue to flip the container to
be sure that all the grain is dumped on the ground. Then,
using your delicate muzzle to guide you, try to pick up all
the grain, sorting throught the bedding and poop.
Amusing, and it makes your grain last longer. Your
human will appreciate it too-- he/she may even bring you
a new bucket of grain, or challenge you to become better
by using more difficult containers!

A western
pleasure blouse or jacket may cut you off at the waist
causing more attention to be drawn to one half or the
other. During a pattern you want to minimize your rider
movements which may distract from the overall pictifre
you are competing at a higher level show, smallaxildet
like this can make a difference in placing.
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The True Meaning of Horse
Lingo

Barn Sour - An affliction common to horse people in
northern climates during the winter months. Trudging
through deep snow, pushing wheelbarrows through snow
and beating out frozen water buckets tend to bring on this
condition rapidly.

Big Name Trainer - Cult Leader: Horse owners follow
them blindly, will gladly sell their homes, spend their
children's college funds and their IRA's to support them-
as they have a direct link to "The Most High Ones"
(Judges).

Green Broke - The color of the face of the person who
has just gotten the training bill from the ‘Big Name
Trainer.'

Heaves - The act of unloading a truckful of hay.

Grooming - The fine art of brushing the dirt from one's
horse and applying it to your own body.

Race - What your heart does when you see the vet bill

Saddle - An expensive leather contraption manufactured
to give the rider a false sense of security. Comes in
many styles, all feature built-in ejector seats
